subject area set aside for biographies as a general subject or they may be shelved with the books of

Contribution and Influence:

     To find information about a person’s contribution or influence, search in the CGC Library

Catalog using the person’s name as a subject (ex: Ford, Henry  then click on the word “Subjects”)

or by searching under the field of  the person’s contribution.  Henry Ford’s greatest contribution

 was to the field of the Automobile Industry—so search by subjects under “Automobile Industry.”

What’s new about the person. . .

     Search for magazines or journals in InfoTrac or EbscoHost by typing in the person’s name—

last name first and then first name (ex: Washington, George).  Search the Internet by using

google.com or other search engines.
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
